Examinations - Students on mandatory quarantine
They Year 11 annual examinations will kick off on Tuesday 8th February. Kindly note that Year 11 students who will be in mandatory quarantine during exams, will be given the opportunity to sit for the exams from home. These students will receive the examination paper by email on the day of the exam from the Education Assessment Unit (EAU). They would need to download the examination paper by using a specific app to be able to work out the questions and answers on a printed copy. At the end of the examination, students are to take a picture of the exam paper with the answers and send it to the EAU. Students will upload their script to the invigilator who in turn will send it to EAU. EAU will send scripts to the respective schools.
Teachers of ICT will explain and demonstrate how to use this specific app (Microsoft Lens) during their lesson with Year 11 students. 
Therefore, students of all Year 11 classes will be given permission from the SLT to bring an electronic device of their own, a mobile or a laptop, for the ICT lesson, to make sure that they have the app installed and to learn how to use it. Teachers of ICT will be helping students to install this up next week (i.e. from Monday 31st January – Friday 4th February 2022 according to the schedule below.

Parents are to note that the school will not be held responsible for mobile/electronic devices brought to school or for any damage or loss that may occur. Students will be allowed to use these devices ONLY during the allotted time of their ICT lesson as per schedule below.
