INSTRUCTIONS REGARDING CONTROLLED ASSESSMENTS FOR   
YEAR 9 (9.01-9.08) AND YEAR 10 (10.01-10.6)
1. Students are to make sure to be present for their controlled assessments as per schedule attached. They are to come to school as usual and remain in class for the lessons as per their usual timetable for the 1st and 2nd lesson. However, they are to go to the room assigned for the controlled assessments at 9.45 to prepare to start their controlled assessments. The classrooms to be used for the controlled assessments are to be found on the noticeboard in the school foyer. 

2. As per Matsec instructions, candidates are informed that they are to bring their Identity Card/Passport on the examination day. If they do not have any of these, they are to bring a passport size photo signed by a professional person at the back confirming their identity. Students are to make sure that they know their ID card number.

3. Students are to bring with them their own stationary (pens, pencils, rulers, calculator etc). No borrowing is allowed.

4. Students who are absent for the controlled assessment must present a medical certificate. They would then have to apply to sit for a synoptic at the start of next scholastic year. 


5. The duration of all controlled assessment is 1.30 hours, between 10.00 and 11.30. Year 10 students will proceed to take their break right after they finish their controlled assessments and go to their usual assigned areas for their breaks. Year 9 students will miss their usual break time since they would be doing their controlled assessments. However, they will take their break right after their controlled assessments. They are to proceed to the West End area where a supervisor will be supervising them during the whole duration of their break (from 11.30 – 11.55). 

6. On the 17th of May students will not have any school since teachers have a COPE session. Thus, no school transport is provided on that day. Students having the VET Engineering controlled assessment on that day, are to ensure that they are at school at 9.45 to be on time to start the exam at 10.00. Students are to come to school in their uniform as usual for this controlled assessment. They will leave school right after the controlled assessments on this day. Again, no school transport will be available.
